The Readings

The Eucharistic Prayer

First Letter to the Corinthians — Ch 2

When | came to you, brothers and sisters, | did not come
proclaiming the mystery of God to you in lofty words or
wisdom.

For | decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ,
and him crucified. And | came to you in weakness and in fear
and in much trembling.

My speech and my proclamation were not with plausible words
of wisdom, but with a demonstration of the Spirit and of Power,
so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom but on the
power of God.

Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a
wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are doomed
to perish. But we speak God's wisdom, secret and hidden,
which God decreed before the ages for our glory.

None of the rulers of this age understood this; for if they had,
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.

But, as it is written, "What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor
the human heart conceived, what God has prepared for those
who love him" these things God has revealed to us through the
Spirit; for the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of
God.

For what human being knows what is truly human except the
human spirit that is within? So also no one comprehends what
is truly God's except the Spirit of God.

Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit
that is from God, so that we may understand the gifts bestowed
on us by God.

The Gospel according to Matthew - Ch 5

"You are the salt of the earth; but if salt has lost its taste, how
can its saltiness be restored? It is no longer good for anything,
but is thrown out and trampled under foot.

"You are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be
hid. No one after lighting a lamp puts it under the bushel
basket, but on the lampstand, and it gives light to all in the
house.

In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they
may see your good works and give glory to your Father in
heaven.

"Do not think that | have come to abolish the law or the
prophets; | have come not to abolish but to fulfill. For truly I tell
you, until heaven and earth pass away, not one letter, not one
stroke of a letter, will pass from the law until all is
accomplished.

Therefore, whoever breaks one of the least of these
commandments, and teaches others to do the same, will be
called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever does them
and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven.

For | tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the
scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of
heaven."

We therefore bring you these gifts, and we ask you to make
them holy by the power of your Spirit, that they may
become the Body and Blood of your Son, our Saviour Jesus
Christ, who offered Himself in obedience to your will,
the Perfect Sacrifice for all mankind.

On the night He was betrayed, He took bread, and when He
had given thanks to you, He broke it and gave it to His
disciples and said:

"Take this and eat it: This is my Body, which is given for you.
Do this for the remembrance of me.”

After supper He took the cup of wine: and when He had
given thanks, He gave it to them and said:

“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the New
Covenant, which is shed for you and for many forthe
forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, for the
remembrance of me.”

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith:

ALL: Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again.
CELEBRANT Father, calling to mind the death your Son
endured for our salvation; his glorious resurrection and
ascension; his continual intercession for us in heaven; and
looking for his coming again in glory, we offer you, in
thanksgiving, this holy and life-giving sacrifice. Look with
favour on your Church’s offering, and grant that we who eat
and drink these holy gifts may be filled with your Holy Spirit
and become one body in Christ, and serve you in unity,
constancy and peace. May He make us a perpetual offering
to you and enable us, in communion with the Most Blessed
Virgin Mary, Saint Bartholomew and the whole company of
heaven, to share in the inheritance of your saints.

With Him, and in Him, and through Him, by the power of
the Holy Spirit, we worship you, Father Almighty, with all
who stand before you in earth and heaven in songs of
everlasting praise:

ALL: Blessing and honour and glory and power be yours for
ever and ever. Amen.
