Dear	Friends,	
Today’s	Gospel	is	the	compelling	story	of	two	disciples	walking	

out	 of	 Jerusalem	 towards	 Emmaus	 (pronounced	 Eh’May-us).	
And	as	they	walk	along,	they	tell	the	Easter	story	to	a	stranger.		
When	they	reach	Emmaus,	the	stranger	tells	 them	that	he	will	
continue	his	 journey.	 	However,	 the	 two	disciples	extend	 their	
hospitality	and	invite	him	to	share	their	evening	meal.		
As	 they	sit	down	to	eat,	 the	stranger	unexpectedly	 takes	 the	

offered	bread,	 says	 a	blessing	over	 it,	 breaks	 it	 and	gives	 it	 to	
them	…	and	by	him	doing	so,	they	recognise	the	stranger	as	the	
risen	Jesus.			
This	was	the	Eucharist	that	we	share	each	Sunday:	where	we	

acknowledge	the	presence	of	Jesus	among	us	in	the	breaking	of	
bread.		But	more	than	that,	the	story	tells	us	how	important	it	is	
to	share	what	we	have.	
It	demonstrates	the	importance	of	generosity	and	kindness	to	

strangers.	 “For	 I	 was	 hungry	 and	 you	 did	 not	 feed	 me	 …”	
Remember	that	Jesus	is	always	around	us,	and	He	is	to	be	found	
and	loved,	and	offered	help,	in	all	our	brothers	and	sisters	with	
whom	we	come	into	contact	during	our	daily	lives.

The	Readings	
First	Letter	of	Peter	–	Ch	1	
If	 you	 invoke	as	 Father	 the	one	who	 judges	all	 people	 impartially	
according	 to	 their	 deeds,	 live	 in	 reverent	 fear	 during	 the	 time	 of	
your	exile.			
You	know	that	you	were	ransomed	from	the	futile	ways	 inherited	
from	your	ancestors,	not	with	perishable	things	like	silver	or	gold,	
but	with	 the	precious	blood	of	Christ,	 like	 that	of	a	 lamb	without	
defect	or	blemish.	
He	 was	 destined	 before	 the	 foundation	 of	 the	 world,	 but	 was	
revealed	 at	 the	 end	of	 the	 ages	 for	 your	 sake.	 	 Through	him	 you	
have	come	to	trust	in	God,	who	raised	him	from	the	dead	and	gave	
him	glory,	so	that	your	faith	and	hope	are	set	on	God.	
Now	 that	 you	 have	 purified	 your	 souls	 by	 your	 obedience	 to	 the	
truth	 so	 that	 you	 have	 genuine	 mutual	 love,	 love	 one	 another	
deeply	from	the	heart.			
You	have	been	born	 anew,	 not	 of	 perishable	 but	 of	 imperishable	
seed,	through	the	living	and	enduring	word	of	God.	
	

The	Gospel	according	to	Luke	–	Ch	24	
Now	on	that	same	day	two	of	them	were	going	to	a	village	called	
Emmaus,	about	seven	miles	from	Jerusalem,	and	talking	with	each	
other	about	all	these	things	that	had	happened.	
While	 they	were	 talking	 and	 discussing,	 Jesus	 himself	 came	 near	
and	 went	 with	 them,	 but	 their	 eyes	 were	 kept	 from	 recognizing	
him.	 	 And	 he	 said	 to	 them,	 "What	 are	 you	 discussing	 with	 each	
other	while	you	walk	along?"	They	stood	still,	looking	sad.	
Then	one	of	them,	whose	name	was	Cleopas,	answered	him,	"Are	
you	the	only	stranger	 in	Jerusalem	who	does	not	know	the	things	
that	have	taken	place	there	in	these	days?"	
He	asked	them,	"What	things?"		
They	 replied,	 "The	 things	 about	 Jesus	 of	 Nazareth,	 who	 was	 a	
prophet	mighty	 in	deed	and	word	before	God	and	all	 the	people,	
and	 how	 our	 chief	 priests	 and	 leaders	 handed	 him	 over	 to	 be	
condemned	to	death	and	crucified	him.		But	we	had	hoped	that	he	
was	the	one	to	redeem	Israel.	Yes,	and	besides	all	this,	it	is	now	the	
third	day	since	these	things	took	place.	
"Moreover,	some	women	of	our	group	astounded	us.	They	were	at	
the	tomb	early	this	morning,	and	when	they	did	not	 find	his	body	
there,	 they	 came	 back	 and	 told	 us	 that	 they	 had	 indeed	 seen	 a	
vision	of	angels	who	said	that	he	was	alive.	
"Some	of	those	who	were	with	us	went	to	the	tomb	and	found	 it	
just	as	the	women	had	said;	but	they	did	not	see	him."	
Then	he	said	to	them,	"Oh,	how	foolish	you	are,	and	how	slow	of	
heart	 to	 believe	 all	 that	 the	 prophets	 have	 declared!	 	Was	 it	 not	
necessary	 that	 the	 Messiah	 should	 suffer	 these	 things	 and	 then	
enter	into	his	glory?"	
Then	beginning	with	Moses	and	all	the	prophets,	he	interpreted	to	
them	the	things	about	himself	in	all	the	scriptures.	
As	they	came	near	the	village	to	which	they	were	going,	he	walked	
ahead	as	if	he	were	going	on.		But	they	urged	him	strongly,	saying,	
"Stay	 with	 us,	 because	 it	 is	 almost	 evening	 and	 the	 day	 is	 now	
nearly	over."	So	he	went	in	to	stay	with	them.	
When	he	was	at	 the	table	with	them,	he	took	bread,	blessed	and	
broke	 it,	 and	 gave	 it	 to	 them.	 Then	 their	 eyes	were	opened,	 and	
they	recognized	him;	and	he	vanished	from	their	sight.	
They	 said	 to	 each	 other,	 "Were	 not	 our	 hearts	 burning	within	 us	
while	he	was	talking	to	us	on	the	road,	while	he	was	opening	the	
scriptures	to	us?"		
That	same	hour	 they	got	up	and	returned	 to	 Jerusalem;	and	 they	
found	the	eleven	and	their	companions	gathered	together.			
They	were	saying,	"The	Lord	has	risen	indeed,	and	he	has	appeared	
to	Simon!"	 	 Then	 they	 told	what	had	happened	on	 the	 road,	and	
how	 he	 had	 been	 made	 known	 to	 them	 in	 the	 breaking	 of	 the	
bread.

Heaven	and	earth	are	full	of	your	glory,		
Hosanna	in	the	highest.			
Blessed	is	He	who	comes	in	the	name	of	the	Lord,		
Hosanna	in	the	highest.	
CELEBRANT:	 Holy	 and	 gracious	 Father,	 all	 creation	 rightly	
gives	 you	 praise.	 All	 life,	 all	 holiness,	 comes	 from	 you	
through	your	Son,	Jesus	Christ	our	Lord,	whom	you	sent	to	
share	 our	 human	 nature,	 to	 live	 and	 die	 as	 one	 of	 us,	 to	
reconcile	us	to	you,	the	God	and	Father	of	all.		
We	therefore	bring	you	these	gifts,	and	we	ask	you	to	make	
them	 holy	 by	 the	 power	 of	 your	 Spirit,	 that	 they	 may	
become	the	Body	and	Blood	of	your	Son,	our	Saviour	Jesus	
Christ,	 who	 offered	 Himself	 in	 obedience	 to	 your	 will,	
the	Perfect	Sacrifice	for	all	humankind.	
On	the	night	He	was	betrayed,	He	took	bread,	and	when	He	
had	 given	 thanks	 to	 you,	 He	 broke	 it	 and	 gave	 it	 to	 His	
disciples	and	said:		
"Take	this	and	eat	it:	This	is	my	Body,	which	is	given	for	you.		
Do	this	for	the	remembrance	of	me.”	
After	 supper	 He	 took	 the	 cup	 of	 wine:	 and	 when	 He	 had	
given	thanks,	He	gave	it	to	them	and	said:		
“Drink	 this,	 all	 of	 you:	 This	 is	 my	 Blood	 of	 the	 New	
Covenant,	 which	 is	 shed	 for	 you	 and	 for	 many	 for	the	
forgiveness	of	sins.	 	Do	this,	whenever	you	drink	 it,	 for	the	
remembrance	of	me.”		
Let	us	proclaim	the	mystery	of	faith:	
ALL:	Christ	has	died,	Christ	is	risen,	Christ	will	come	again.	
CELEBRANT	 Father,	 calling	 to	 mind	 the	 death	 your	 Son	
endured	 for	 our	 salvation;	 his	glorious	 resurrection	 and	
ascension;	 his	 continual	 intercession	 for	 us	 in	 heaven;	 and	
looking	 for	 his	 coming	 again	 in	 glory,	 we	 offer	 you,	 in	
thanksgiving,	 this	 holy	 and	 life-giving	 sacrifice.	 Look	 with	
favour	on	your	Church’s	offering,	and	grant	that	we	who	eat	
and	drink	these	holy	gifts	may	be	filled	with	your	Holy	Spirit	
and	 become	 one	 body	 in	 Christ,	 and	 serve	 you	 in	 unity,	
constancy	and	peace.	May	He	make	us	a	perpetual	offering	
to	you	and	enable	us,	in	communion	with	the	Most	Blessed	
Virgin	Mary,	Saint	Bartholomew	and	the	whole	company	of	
heaven,	to	share	in	the	inheritance	of	your	saints.		
With	 Him,	 and	 in	 Him,	 and	 through	Him,	 by	 the	 power	 of	
the	 Holy	 Spirit,	 we	worship	 you,	 Father	 Almighty,	 with	 all	
who	 stand	 before	 you	 in	 earth	 and	 heaven	 in	 songs	 of	
everlasting	praise:	
ALL:	Blessing	and	honour	and	glory	and	power	be	yours	for	
ever	and	ever.		Amen.
